School Rules for Elementary School
Preamble

These must permit the successful development of students in a climate of collective and individual responsibility. Relations between people must be based on mutual trust.

Rules of Behaviour

Student behaviour must be appropriate to the educational environment and take into consideration respect for others and the presence of younger students.

The following are forbidden and are subject to punishment :

- lack of respect toward staff or another student (inappropriate comments,     insults, swearing...) 

- fighting (or any other form of violence) on the school premises (including the schoolyard)

- possession of any magazine or other object inappropriate to a school           environment


- running or shouting in the hall


- consuming food or drinks (other than water) in class
- bringing food containing peanuts or nuts
Relations with Parents

In order to facilitate the proper functioning of the school and for safety reasons, parents are asked:

· not to allow their child to wear jewellery (rings, earrings) which could be dangerous during games and athletic activities

· not to give the child any medicine to bring to school

· to inform the school  as quickly as possible of any contagious disease  and to provide a medical certificate authorizing a return to a group environment

Lateness

Any foreseeable lateness should be indicated by the family by telephone or written in the home correspondence notebook.  In all cases, students must report to the office.

Absences

Every absence must be for a reason and be explained by the student’s family.

Foreseeable absences: families must inform the school in writing (in the home correspondence notebook).

Unforeseeable absences (illness, accidents...):  the school should be informed by parents as soon as possible by telephone.
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
